Statistical and Data 
management Practices  

• Mode of data collection 
Data collection has been transformed from offline Excel file to 
cloud based spreadsheets.  
Schools and sections of MOE have access to same set of data. 
This helps to avoid data duplication and mismatch among 
different section of MOE .  
 
 

• Access to Data 
Access and permission is set as per the need of the staff. 

 



Exam results analysis and 
intervention  

Schools are provided with an online tool to analyse exam results and take 
intervention at individual student level and subject level   



Student attendance monitoring 
and intervention   

In all government schools, students attendance are marked online and  
records are collected at the central level.

Statistical and Data 
management Practices  

• Development of online portal (OpenEMIS) 
OpenEMIS lays a foundation for streamlining every process in 
schools and in the ministry by providing a central database for 
all information in the education sector. 
 
OpenEMIS allows students as well as parents to login and see 
the students progress and also review his/her previous 
academic/discipline records.

Vocational program  
Until recently students have limited stream to choose from,  
mainly academic – either Science or Business  
 
Vocational programs have been introduced to cater the interest of the  
students      
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Ten plus program  
After grade 10, students are traced until they are 18 years old.  



Risk Assessment 
Students at risk are being identified and intervention tool is provided to all the 
government schools in the Maldives.  

Based on identified risk factors, a risk index is calculated and vulnerable 
students have been identified
