PURPOSE

Tourism Statistics Bulletin is our Ministry’s monthly-yearly publication including comparative statistical data relating to the tourism movements occurred in our border gates.

CONCEPT AND DEFINITIONS      

TOURISM:

The activities of persons traveling to and staying in places outside their usual environment for not more than one consecutive year for leisure, business and other purposes.      

INTERNATIONAL VISITOR:

Any person who travels to a country other than that in which  s/he has his/her usual residence but outside his/her usual environment for a period not exceeding 12 months and whose main purpose of visit is other than the exercise of an activity remunerated from within the country visited.

TOURIST:    

A visitor who stays at least one night in a collective or private accommodation in the country visited.

EXCURSIONIST:

A visitor who does not spend the night in a collective or private accommodation in the country visited. This definition includes;

- cruise passengers who arrive in a country on a  

  cruise ship and return to the ship each night to  

  sleep on board even though the ship remains 

  in port for several days. 

- Passengers on a group tour accommodated in 

  a train

- crew who are not resident of the country    visited who stay in the country for the day.

METHODOLOGY-DATA COLLECTION

Data on the number of foreign visitors and citizens as well as the daily visitors entering in and exiting from our country are provided from the registries of the Passport Police affiliated to the Directorate General of Public Security and communicated monthly to the Directorate General of Investment and Enterprises - Department of Research and Evaluation of our Ministry by the Provincial Directorates of Culture and Tourism. Both the data entered into electronic environment according to database of Sybase are published in the Tourism Statistics together with the registries and tables prepared and delivered to the users at the end of each month and year.

COUNTRY EXPERIENCES

Tourism Statistics Bulletin having been published by our Ministry since 1972 is a basic resource for all users willing to work on tourism.

EXPLANATORY NOTES

Since 1972, the Ministry of Tourism has been providing data on the number of foreign visitors and citizens entering in and exiting from our country from nationality based registries kept at our border gates by the Passport Police affiliated to the Directorate General of Public Security. 
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
